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What does it mean to be a student at a

Catholic school?

A beginner’s guide to Catholic social teaching

It goes without saying that we are a Catholic
school, but what exactly does it mean? What
separates us from others? What values do we
invite you to uphold? To what do we say ‘yes,
and to what do we say ‘'no’?

All these questions may not have answers.
However, historically, all the popes, leaders of
the Roman Catholic Church, along the years

have set foundations of Catholic social
teaching, which is an area of Catholic values
about human dignity and the common good
in society.

For two consecutive issues, we will take
a look at this set of values and attempt to
explain what they mean.

This principle is the foundation
of Catholic social teaching, but wait a
moment, you may say. Sanctity? Dignity?
Big words, but what do they mean? To
put it simply, you can replace the word
‘sanctity’ with the word ‘importance, but
the word ‘sanctity’ has an extra meaning
of godliness, holiness, and cleanliness in
it. For the word ‘dignity, it means treating
people with respect, fairness, and
empathy. It also means acknowledging
and upholding their fundamental human
rights, like the right to life, freedom,
security, privacy.

Therefore, to say that we uphold the
‘sanctity of human life and dignity of the
person’ means that we agree that human
life is sacred, every person — regardless
of his or her stage of life or condition —
has a universal right to live. Upholding the
dignity of life applies to every person in
every circumstance throughout life, from
conception (when a zygote is formed)
to death. From its beginning, human life
involves the creative action of God, and it
remains forever in a special relationship
with the Creator. It should be considered
that it is not lawful for anyone directly to

destroy an innocent human being. This is gravely
contrary to the dignity of the person and the
holiness of the Creator (Catechism 2258).

Okay, no one should have the right to kill
someone. Easy enough, but as easy as it may
sound, it can spark some serious debates. For
example, shall we agree with the idea of abortion
(ending an embryo’s life when it is still in a mother’s
womb)? How about death penalty? How about the
use of euthanasia (ending a life who is very ill or
very old so that they do not suffer anymore)? What
do you think?

You might know the word ‘common, and
you should know the word ‘good, but when put
together, what does it mean? It means that good
things shall be for all people, and no one shall be
excluded. According to Pope Leo Xlll, all people
have equal dignity regardless of social class, and
a good government protects the rights and cares
for the needs of all its members, rich and poor.
Everyone can contribute to the common good
in some important ways to protect the human
dignity of others or basic human rights of others.
Nevertheless, no one should be forced to share his
goods; instead, when one is blessed with material
wealth, one has a duty to use this to benefit as
many others as possible.

fa Subsidiarity

Hey, another big word! You may say you have
never seen this word ‘subsidiarity’ before! Let me
take outadictionary and explainittoyou. According
to Oxford Learner's Dictionary, ‘subsidiarity’ is
‘the principle that a central authority should not
be very powerful and should only control things
which cannot be controlled by local organizations!
It means that a central government should operate

with the minimum power possible, and larger
governing bodies are permitted and required to
intervene only when smaller ones cannot carry out
the tasks themselves. Such intervention must be
temporary, giving the smaller governing body the
power to carry out such functions on its own.

You might ask, ‘What does this mean again
and what does this has to do with me?’ Imagine
you are playing with your toys in your room. The
principle of subsidiarity is like when you get to
decide how to play with your toys and make
choices about what to do. You don't need someone
to tell you exactly what to do all the time because
you know what you like and what is best for you.
Sometimes, though, there are things that you can't
do on your own, like reaching something high on a
shelf. That's when you might ask an adult for help.
They step in and help you because you can't do it
by yourself. It means you get to have a say in what
you do, but sometimes you might need help from
others when things get really tricky.

In conclusion, the principle of subsidiarity
encourages you to take an active role in your
own life and to participate in decision-making
processes that affect you and your community. It
emphasises the value of personal responsibility,
self-management, and thus promoting the
common good through actions done by individuals
and communities.
